That said, given the demands placed on our Youth program and to effectively develop
the next set of footballers whilst providing requisite competition to players, we have
made some changes in how we will operate this season. In essence, to bring our Youth
model in line with Academies globally, we will consolidate classes by age groups. At
Karachi United FC, we feel that every member shares a dream to become a footballer
and will demonstrate the required attitude, discipline and commitment required to
succeed. Therefore, from this season, we have done away from the distinction between
Program and Academy. We are also increasing the number of sessions from two to
three times a week. As mentioned above, all groups will be selected based on age. This
change will enable us to focus our training program to one group and provide enhanced
competition to players. It will also ease the burden of management on our staff to allow
us to focus on coaching to produce the next set of footballers for Karachi United FC.

Attitude, discipline and commitment to practices will be seriously monitored and any
player found habitually absent, without a valid excuse, will be asked to leave. Please
understand that we have a waiting list of players wishing to join Karachi United FC and
that it is only fair we enroll players that will demonstrate the above mentioned traits.

We would also like to announce that we are now offering coaching to girls under the age
of 16. If you are interested in enrolling your daughters, family or friends, please contact
our manager for further details.

Attached you will find a document which explains the fee structure. Fees are to be paid
in advance of coaching sessions and irrespective of actual classes a ttended. You
will also find a code of conduct that must be followed strictly.

We would once again like to welcome you to another season of football at KUFC and
look forward to developing the football stars of the future.

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Fee Structure

Registration Fee : Rs.5000/- One time fee only for new members.

Monthly Fee: Rs.3500/- will be paid in three installments over the year i.e. August 2010,
November 2010 and February 2011

The increase of Rs.500 in the monthly fee is to cover increased costs related to ground
bookings and additional coaching staff that have been hired to provide increased
individual attention to players.

Player Code of Conduct

1. Attend regularly and be punctual

Player should be present at the field 10 minutes prior to start time.

Player found absent for more than 3 consecutive practices without prior and/ or valid
excuse will be released from the club.

2. Dress in appropriate football attire

All players should be dressed in sports gear for all training sessions. This includes a
cotton tee shirt, shorts with sports socks and shoes. No pants, collared shirts (short or
long sleeve) will be allowed. Players should also make an effort to wear shin pads at
every training session.

3. Behave well at all times

Discipline and good behavior are cornerstones of KUFC’s philosophy. All players are
expected to maintain discipline and good behavior at all times during all training
sessions and matches.

Any sign of a player resorting to swearing, dissent, spitting, fighting, dangerous play, or
bullying will be in breach of this code of conduct. Any player found breaching this code of
conduct will be released from the club immediately without any prior notification.

4. Show respect at all times

Show respect to match officials, including your manager, and accept their decisions
without protest.

Show respect to other players (those in your team and opponents).

Show respect for all club authority, property and equipment.

Parents Code of Conduct
1. Parents must ensure suitable arrangements are made for their children to be
brought to and collected from training/matches at the designated times.

2. Provide all children with positive encouragement and actions, promoting fair play
and good behavior.

3. Allow managers and club officials to carry out their duties. Parents are not
allowed to intervene during coaching sessions; coaches will be available to talk
after the session is finished.

4. Not be aggressive, behave badly or have bad attitudes towards players,
managers, club officials or other parents.

5. Attend matches when and where possible and respect the referee’s decision.
6. Ensure their children are supplied with correct attire.
7. Avoid coaching children during a game

8. Make prompt payment of membership and coaching fees.
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
